Boarding Agreement

This agreement is made between Cascade Farm and Stables L.L.C. (Stable) and ___________________________________("Owner"), [Owner / Lessee (circle one)] of the horse(s) described in paragraph 2.  

1. Fee:

Owner agrees to pay the sum of $__________ per horse per month, paid by owner in advance on the 1st of each month.  Stable agrees to board said horse(s) beginning __________________ on a month-to-month basis, from the first of the month.  A late fee of $______ will be charged for payments received after the 10th of the month.

B.
Shared boarding of a single horse (split between two or more individuals) is not allowed without consent of the Stable, subject to an additional fee to compensate for increased use of the facilities.  This does not apply to immediate family members.

3. Basic Board Services:
Full payment entitles you to the following services and binds you to the following obligations:

A.  Stable provides:

1.  Two feedings per day (morning and evening).  Up to 4 flakes of alfalfa, orchard grasshay, or alfalfa/grasshay mix per day.  Up to 1 pound of oats or cob per day (or owner supplied grain).  Fresh water daily. Additional portions may be charged extra.  A feeding chart will be maintained.  

2.  Adding Owner supplied supplements at evening feeding.

3.  Seven days per week stall cleaning and shavings (except Christmas and Thanksgiving).

4.  Seven days per week turnout, weather and safe footing permitting.  Horses will be turned out together, and as a result there is an increased risk of injury.  During the wet winter months, and at certain other times, horses must be kept off the grass pastures.  At these times large "sacrifice" pasture/paddock areas are used for turnout.  See "Pasture Management" handout for details.

B.  Boarder provides:

1.  A cooperative attitude to the smooth operation of the barn activities and the enjoyment of the facilities by all boarders.

2.  An agreement to keep their stall front area clean of clutter and trash, and to clean up after their horse in the arena, wash rack, aisles and other common areas.  This includes sweeping up, putting tack and equipment away, coiling hoses, turning lights off, closing doors and gates.

3.  An agreement to use their tack and supplies only and not to borrow any items from the Stable or Other Boarders without permission.  Since this is a full care facility, as opposed to self or partial care, boarders are not allowed access to the feed and shaving supplies without permission of the Stable.

4.  An agreement to follow and abide by all posted rules of safety and etiquette.

4. Worming, Immunizations, other health care:  

The Owner agrees to take responsibility for worming and immunizing boarded horses consistent with recognized standards.  Stable will maintain records of worming and immunization dates for all horses at the facility based on information provided by Owners.  Owner is responsible for teeth floating, farrier services, and other routine health care, and for any veterinary services that need to be provided.

5. Emergency care:  

If need for emergency treatment comes to the attention of the Stable, the Stable will attempt to contact Owner, but in the event Owner is not reached, Stable has the authority to secure emergency veterinary and/or farrier care.  Owner is responsible to pay all costs relating to this care.  Stable is authorized as Owner's agent to arrange billing to Owner, which the Owner will pay and hold the Stable harmless thereon.

6. Risk of Loss:  

The Owner agrees that the Stable will not be liable for damages to the horse(s) for any cause including, but not limited to injury, sickness, death, or theft whether or not caused by accident or the negligence of the Stable.  The Owner further agrees to be solely responsible at all times for any and all acts of the animal, including, but not limited to damage to property such as stalls and fencing, and injury or death to other horses or people.   The Owner agrees that the Stable will not be liable for loss or damage to vehicles, trailers, equipment, tack, supplies, or any other property brought onto the premises.

7. Hold Harmless:  


The Owner agrees to hold the Stable harmless from any claim resulting from damage, injury or death caused by or arising out of the conduct of the Owner or the Owners horse(s).  

8. Safety and Security:  


The Owner will take all precautions necessary to insure safety of self, other people, and of horses.  The Owner agrees to adhere to the strict no smoking policy in and around all buildings, and will take responsibility to insure that family members or spectators accompanying the Owner adhere to this policy as well.  The Owner will take responsibility for assisting in the security of the premises, including closing of gates and doors to prevent escape of horses, and will bring any safety or security concerns to the attention of the Stable.  

9. Hours of Operation:  

The Owner understands that access to the premises is limited to the hours of ______a.m. to ________p.m. (subject to change upon notice), unless prior arrangements are made with the Stable.

10. Agisters Lien and Security Agreement:  

Stable has the right to enforce the Statutory Agister -RCW 60.56 Liens of the State of Washington for the amount due for board and additional agreed services; and in addition owner grants Stable a security interest in the horse(s) and tack and equipment kept at Cascade Farm and Stables L.L.C. as security for Owners obligations herein, and that this agreement may serve as a financing statement therefor.  Stable shall have the rights as Washington law permits to enforce the lien and/or security interest, and to recover attorney fees and actual costs.

11. Termination:  

Either party may terminate this Agreement upon two weeks (14 days) written notice to the other.  Stable will reimburse the Owner for any unused pre-paid boarding days that extend beyond 14 days from the time of notification, assuming all other debts have been paid.  Stable has the option, after the 20th of the month, of requiring the Owner immediately to remove the boarded horses if payment for the month has not been received.  The owner will, however, remain responsible for all unpaid balances.
